Instructional Techniques

Lecture, demonstration of methods and materials, laboratory, class
discussion and critique, visual examples by slides, books, video,
computer, field trips.

Reading Assignments

Various art, design and theory reading provided by the instructor. 1-2
hours-per-week.

Writing Assignments

Notebook: Compile a notebook of techniques learned in class for future
reference. Line Study: Expressing adjectives or adverbs, horizontal and
vertical lines, curved lines, textural effect, and use of space, balance, and
interest. Suggested Color Assignments: Variety of color media, paper and
boards used in assignments of color wheel, greyscale, constant chroma
and value, earth tones advance and recede. Other assignments involving
fabrics, etc., may be used to develop color schemes, Color Key, or other
harmonies. 2-3 hours per week.

Out-of-class Assignments

Field trip(can be self-guided), historical and contemporary research 1-2
hours per week.

Demonstration of Critical Thinking

Students will demonstrate the ability to conceptualize and complete
projects on time and in a manner outlined in assignment rubric. Students
will work individually and in groups to complete theory and design based
projects. Participation in personal and group critique.
