Students will learn correct pronunciation, basic structural patterns, and
necessary vocabulary in order to write and understand basic sentences
and carry on simple conversations. This course is equivalent to two years
of high school Vietnamese. Transfer Credit: CSU; UC: Corresponds to two
years of high school study.
